Asa Phillip Borger (1888-1934) better known as "Ace", hailed from Carthage, MO. 
Ace attended school there and went on to attend business college. He married 
Elizabeth Willoughby in 1907. The couple had three children.

Ace founded his namesake town in 1926 and Elizabeth soon joined him there to help 
him build his fortune. In 1929, Ace and Elizabeth built the first brick residence in 
Borger. Their elegant two-story home became a place for important visitors where 
he and Elizabeth entertained them. Borger was killed by a disgruntled business
